I. General Navigation

Web page Structure

There are two basic structures for the Website.

STOP The Silence Logo
Appears on every page, if selected, link to root 

page / home page

Global Navigation Bar
Appears on every page, used to access

Site global capabilities.  In general, elements 


selected here will cause a new section to load 


in the same window


Left Navigation Bar
Appears selectively on pages, used to access


other STOP The Silence Sections.  In general, 


elements selected here will cause a new 


section to load in the same window.


Bottom Navigation Bar
Appears on first page of section, used to access 


section sub-topics.  In general, 


elements selected here will cause a new 


section to load in the same window

Reference Utility
Appears on bottom of pages where a glossary 

term or cited text appears, when text selected 


(in body), corresponding definition or citing 


reference appears in Reference Utility area

Graphics Section
Appears on Home page previews, sections 

linked via Left Navigation Bar and Sections 

linked via Bottom Navigation Bar.

Textual Section
Appears in center of page, used to present to 

textual content.  For textual content that must 


be rendered in multiple pages, a link map at 


bottom of text should number pages and 


provide link.  For example:  1  2  3  4  5

Assumptions and Guidelines

1. Reference Utility appears when needed.  Pages use utility to display Sources Cited and/or Definitions when site visitor selects the highlighted text in the body.  Each page of website will need to know if utility being used.


2. The first page of a STOP The Silence section represents an introduction.  When Section called, this first page should be presented.


3. Videos open in a new window that presents a play list.  Site visitor selects what is to be played and that selection is played.  STOP The Silence site remains open


4. Links off the site to other sites are minimized.  If content directs, (for example, HRSA), then a new window is used.


5. All STOP The Silence sections will need companion PDFs available for downloading.  Entire STOP The Silence text to be available as PDF for download.


6. Videos will not be downloaded to site visitors.


7. Minimize the ability for others to attach to this website, access, access underlying databases.


8. Some help provided to site visitor for performance / capabilities, like useful browser plug-ins.  Need help with this area


9. Assumptions on site visitor capability:

· 56K dial-up, Popular Brower (Netscape / IE, Various OS (Windows 95 and higher)

· No cookies

· Assume least cost path – QuickTime, Some Flash, JavaScript/ASP, DHTML.  Flash not an option due to Search Utility requirement.  However, a flash introduction is expected for the About Hours section.


10. 508 Compliance is a requirement


11. PDFs for web page and STOP The Silence sections should be created last.  Many reference STOP The Silence web pages, would like to add URL from approved Test Site 2.
